Comm 321: Rhetorical Theory Final Paper Topic Proposal Assignment 
(100 points, 1-3 pages)


You should be able to articulate the following in your Final Paper Topic Proposal: (1) the specific theory of rhetoric you will be using to guide your analysis (this should be one of the theories we have already read excerpts from in class during the semester); (2) the specific example of rhetoric on which you will be focusing your analysis (describe it and provide citation information for it); and (3) why you think your chosen theory and your chosen example of rhetoric are interesting to combine in an analysis (i.e., why are you doing your analysis this way?)
Please answer the following in 1-3 pages.
(1) What specific theory of rhetoric will you be using to analyze your example of rhetoric?

a. Why did you choose this theory to help you explain this chosen example of rhetoric?

b. What do you anticipate using this theory as a “lens” to discuss your example of rhetoric will help you to discuss? (i.e., What aspects does the theory encourage you to consider in your example?)

c. What do you anticipate this theory will not help you discuss? (i.e., How might your chosen theory constrain what you discuss in the example by guiding you to focus on some aspects of the example of rhetoric and not on others?)

(2) What specific example of rhetoric will you be analyzing?

a. Why did you choose this example of rhetoric? 

b. What “counts” as your example? i.e., What exactly will you be analyzing? Be specific.

(3) How do you anticipate searching for scholarly sources?

a. What will you search for?

b. How will you use these sources in writing your paper?

c. Where will you look for these sources? How will you look for these sources? Be specific.
