· Ex. What does Campbell actually say is the definition of rhetoric? What page number? Are there additional points of support that can be used to clarify your explanation?

· How have major concepts been utilized throughout history and through various figures’ contributions to rhetorical theory?
· For example
· Cicero’s 5 canons or the notion of “eloquence”? 

· Aristotle’s idea of “persuasion” or ethos, pathos, and logos? 

· The Sophists idea of “display” or “delivery”? 

· Quintilian’s idea of the “good man speaking well”?

· Be sure you can explain how these concepts connect to one another over time and in different schools of thought as well as be able to use examples of your own to illustrate these connections.
